o Following the coach’s instructions 

o Making a positive contribution to the team 

o Willing to play in any team of position 

 Fairness Respect and Leadership –  
o Encouraging teammates. 

o Respecting the referee’s decisions.  

o Respecting coach. 

o Win and lose gracefully.   

o Being consistently fair –  

 Do not feign injury 

 Do not attempt to cheat by trying to influence referee decisions. 

 Competitiveness - 
o Playing to the extent of the players skill level and ability. 

o Positively influencing the outcome of the game 

o Continued effort regardless of score line

 Voting Rules

6. Submissions for each game must be received by the Club prior to the commencement of the next schedule fixture. 

7. The player who amasses the most player of the year points will be adjudged 2017 EUFC player of the year. 

8. The player who amasses the second highest score will be adjudged runner up EUFC player of the year.
